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ABRAHAMSON, John KOREAN WAR

John was born in Brooks, Alberta, on October 1, 1934. He enlisted in the
Navy on December 18, 1952 for service in the Korean War and left the
service on December 18, 1957 as an Able Seaman.

Packers.  He was active in baseball, curling, football and hockey, and served
four years as first vice-president of The Legion Branch at Quill Lake,
Saskatchewan and as Sergeant-at-Arms for ten years.

Bill was born in Quebec in 1888 and received his education there. He joined
the Canadian Army and while being overseas he was gassed, which affected
him in later years.  After being discharged he worked on farms in Southern
Saskatchewan.  Bill came north to the Megan District and homesteaded.  He
later sold his land to Marten Bellerby and bought a farm further east and had
a threshing outfit and threshed crops around the Megan District.  He liked
good horses which he kept like show stock.  He retired to Arborfield in 1950
and passed away on October 3, 1953.

ALLEN, Jack WWI

Jack was born in 1888 in County Donegal, Ireland and came with his brother,
Bob, in 1912 to work at Conquest, Saskatchewan.  In 1914, he joined the
CEF going overseas building bridges and preparing roadways.  In 1919,
after returning home, he filed for homesteads in the White Fox areas and
married Kathleen Morgan and raised eleven children.  He retired and moved
to Saskatoon in 1958.  Jack passed away on November 1, 1965.

ALLINGHAM, John Hartley WWII

Hartley was born in Young, Saskatchewan, on May 31, 1918. He enlisted in the
Royal Canadian Air Force on September 22, 1941 and served in Canada,
England, France and Germany.  He was a mechanic in the air crew of Spitfire
Wing #144, the first one to operate from French soil after the D-Day landing in
Normandy.  He was awarded the usual service medals, along with the Canadian
Volunteer Service Medal Ribbon and Maple Leaf.  Hartley was discharged from
the service on October 9, 1945 and returned to the family farm and was a
member in good standing with The Legion for 47 years; 23 years with the Young-
Zelma Branch #358, and then transferred to the Kelowna Branch #26 for 24
years.  Hartley passed away on May 1, 1996 at Kelowna, British Columbia.

ALLEN, Robert WWI

Bob was born in 1886 in County Donegal, Ireland, and came with his brother,
Jack, in 1912 to work at Conquest, Saskatchewan.  In 1914, he joined the
CEF going overseas building bridges and preparing roadways.  After the war
ended, he visited Ireland and he married Hilda Robinson in Londonderry,
Ireland, on February 13, 1919, and they came to Canada where he filed for
homesteads in the White Fox area and raised a family of four children.  Their
closest neighbours were his brother, Jack, and Jim Hunter.  In 1953, they
sold the land and moved to Surrey, British Columbia.  Hilda passed away in
1959.  Bob returned in 1972 and passed away at Pineview Lodge in Nipawin.

He
enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force on May 25, 1942 at Saskatoon and
was trained and served at Montreal Wireless School, Moncton SFTS and
Rockcliffe Air Base and also with the No. 168 Transport Squadron in the
United Kingdom as a wireless operator.  He left the service on October 5,
1945 at Regina as a Corporal.  Married with two sons, he was self-employed
until 1973 and from then until 1983, he worked as a stock clerk at
Saskatoon’s Kelsey Institute and was active with Saskatoon’s Zion Lutheran
Church making oak church furniture.

ANDERSON, George F. WWII

George was born on February 28, 1901 in New Brunswick and became a
teacher.  He enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force in June 1941 at
Saskatoon and trained to become a pilot officer serving in Canada as an
instructor on link trainers, flight controls and as a personnel counsellor.  He
left the service in December 1945 at Halifax as a Flight Lieutenant.  Married
with two sons, he took the B. Ed. Degree at the University of Saskatchewan
and was a teacher and principal at several schools in Saskatchewan and
served on the executive of the Kindersley Legion Branch and was an air
cadet officer for ten years.  He was active in the Saskatchewan Teacher’s
Federation, Kiwanis, Masons, Old Timers and the United Church.

ANDERSON, M. WWII

Andy was born on October 2, 1921 in Scotland. He enlisted in the Royal
Canadian Air Force in March 1940 and served in Canada, the United
Kingdom and Northwest Europe, and left the service in June 1945 as Flight
Sergeant.  He was mentioned in Despatches and awarded the Canadian
Forces Decoration (CD) and Bar.  Andy is married.

ANDERSON, John WWII

John was born on December 6, 1921 at Fosston, Saskatchewan. He enlisted
in the Army in August 1941 at Regina with the Army Engineers and landed
on D-Day in Normandy and served in Northwest Europe with the 3rd Division
Engineers and the Occupation Force in Germany.  He left the service in
March 1946 at Regina as a Sapper.  He was married with three sons and two
daughters.  Before the war, he had worked on the family farm and afterward,
he worked as a construction supervisor.  He was wounded in France and
then went on to guard stored Canadian vehicles in Holland.
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ANDERSON, O. L. WWII

O. L. Anderson was born on February 23, 1926 at Leroy, Saskatchewan. He
enlisted in the Army on October 10, 1944 and served in the Army Engineers
(RCE) and left the service in March 1946 as a Sapper.  O. L. Anderson is
married.

ANDERSON, Oscar M. WWII

Oscar was born on June 29, 1912 at Stellina, Saskatchewan. He enlisted in
the Royal Canadian Air Force in April 1942 and served as a trainer in radar
work on a Royal Air Force base in Ireland and left the service in January
1946 at Winnipeg as Flight Sergeant.  Married with five sons and six
daughters, he took the Master of Science degree in agriculture at the
University of Saskatchewan after the war and worked with Veterans Land
Administration at Yorkton, Prince Albert and Saskatoon.  He was also a
member of the Agriculture Institute of Canada, the Lions Club and active in
his church and in museum work, curling, golf and skating.

ARMSTRONG, Bernie WWII

Bernie was born on June 29, 1924 at Hanley, Saskatchewan. He enlisted on
June 3, 1942 in the Army and served overseas with the Signal Corps (RCCS)
and left the service on April 1, 1946 as Sergeant.  Married, he joined The
Legion in Montreal and transferred to the Nutana Branch in 1992 and is a
Life Member of The Legion.

ANDREWS, Ray W. ARMY

Ray was born at Holdin, Alberta, and enlisted in the Army on April 17, 1945
and served with the PPCLI and left the service on January 3, 1972 as a
Master Warrant Officer.  Married with one son, he was awarded the
Canadian Forces Decoration (CD) and Bar, and in 1995, he became
treasurer of the Nutana Branch #362 of The Royal Canadian Legion.

Godly was born on September 26, 1920 at Gilbert Plain, Manitoba. He
enlisted in the Army at Winnipeg on July 7, 1940 and served first with a Field
Ambulance Unit (RCAMC) and then with the Provost and the Army Service
Corps (RCASC) in the United Kingdom, Sicily, Italy and Northwest Europe.
He left the service in Winnipeg on February 16, 1946 as a Warrant Officer.
From 1948 to 1969, he served in the reserves 21st Field Squadron of
Engineers (RCE).  Married with one son and one daughter, he worked with
the Hudson Bay Mining Company at Flin Flon, Manitoba, after the war and
with the Duval Potash Company, the Department of Transport in Saskatoon,
and with the Correctional Services of Canada.

DAGERT, Lorne Elmer WWII

Lorne was born in Watrous, Saskatchewan, on September 24, 1925. He joined the Navy in Victoria,
British Columbia, at age 17 in June 1943, and took his basic training at Sydney, Nova Scotia, and
from there to Cornwallis for a gunnery course and back to Victoria, where he was assigned to the
Prince Henry, a landing craft carrier.

Lorne retired from the CNR in 1980 and he and his wife, Pauline, have lived
in Kamloops for 35 years and celebrated their 63rd wedding anniversary in June 2010.

He was discharged in February 1945 and
became a math teacher.  He married Sally and they raised a son, a daughter
and adopted a girl.  He retired to Prince Albert, Saskatchewan.

FEUSI, Alban WWII

Alban was born in 1917. He joined the Infantry (Corporal) RAF in 1943 and
was killed during training in Calgary, Alberta, on February 10, 1943. He is
buried in Langenburg, Saskatchewan.
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FEUSI, Hubert WWII

Hubert joined the Royal Canadian Air Force (LAC) on July 2, 1941 and was
discharged on October 22, 1945. He received the Canadian Volunteer
Service Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.  Hubert passed away on March
17, 1967.

FEUSI, Jim WWII

Jim was born in the USA and came to Canada.  He served with the US Army
because when he enlisted he was too young for the Canadian Army.  He
had an American citizenship and saw action in the Pacific Theatre. 

FIDLER, Alexander M. WWI and WWII

Alexander was born in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan, in 1896. He joined the
Army and served in England, France and Belgium.  He passed away in
1984. 

FEUSI, Joe WWII

Joe joined the Royal Canadian Navy and passed away in Arcola,
Saskatchewan. 
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FIDLER, John D. WWII

John was born in Kinistino, Saskatchewan, in 1925. He joined the Regina
Rifles (Vandoos) and served in England, France and Korea.  He passed
away in 2003. 

FISH, Leonard WWII

Leonard joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in December 1941, at age 21,
as an Aero Engine Mechanic and took his training at London, Ontario,
Yorkton and Estevan and worked on the last plane to fly out of RAF station
at Estevan.  It was a challenge to get the plane ready to fly.  His last posting
was at Abbotsford, British Columbia, and in the Spring of 1946, Leonard took
up farming in the Edgeworth District until 1980 when he sold the farm to Dale
and Anna and then moved to Ogema. Leonard now lives in Regina.

FLEMING, David Warwick “Dave” WWII

Dave was born on June 13, 1925 in England. He enlisted with the Royal Air
Force.  After his discharge he continued his education and taught school
and met his wife, Denise.  Dave and his family moved to Rama,
Saskatchewan, then to Young, and then to Arborfield in 1963, where he
continued teaching until his retirement in 1983.  He transferred his Legion
membership from the Young Legion #358 to Arborfield Legion #203 and
Denise joined the Ladies’ Auxiliary in 1964.  Dave was an active instructor
with the Air Cadet Squadron #456.  They then moved to Meadowlake in
1985.  Dave has since passed away and Denise still lives at Meadowlake.

FISHER, James Frederick Corril WWI

Fred was born in Bailieborough, Ontario, in December 1890 and moved to
Alameda, Saskatchewan.  He joined the Royal Flying Corps in 1912 and
trained as a pilot.  After the war, he returned to Alameda and went into
garage and car sales until the depression and then became postmaster for
the town of Alameda, and retired in 1954.  He married Maymie McFetridge
of Souris, Manitoba, and they raised three children.  He joined the Alameda
Legion Branch #267 in 1945 and was given a Life Membership on June 1,
1967.  Fred passed away in Saskatoon on January 9, 1983 at age 92.
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FOLEY, Ross KOREA

Ross was born in Ontario. He joined the 2nd RCHA (General) Winnipeg on
August 22, 1950 and served six years in Korea before he was wounded and
sent to the American hospital in Kuri, Japan. After a few months, he returned
to the Deer Lodge hospital in Winnipeg for about a year.  Upon being
released from the hospital, he went to Shilo, Manitoba, to the school of
artillery and was discharged in June 1956. He married Beatrice and they
raised nine children.  He worked on the railway for nine years before settling
in Langenburg to work at the potash mine.  He received the United Nations
Medal, the Korean Star, and the Korean Service Medal (pin). 

FOLKERSEN, John Brock WWII

John was born at Rosthern, Saskatchewan, on May 18, 1925. He enlisted with the Royal
Canadian Air Force in 1943 and flew 17 bombing missions over Germany in a Halifax heavy
bomber from January to March 1945.  On their last mission on March 31, 1945, during a
massive raid over Germany, they encountered unexpected intervention by Luftwaffe ME
262 fighter jets and were shot down.  All seven crew members were able to parachute
safely and survived the remaining weeks of the war in a POW camp. They were thought to
be killed in action.  It was a happy reunion when he was liberated back to England; he was
met by his brother, Norman, who was also posted there at the time.  The Cradle Crew, as
they were nicknamed because of their young ages, remained great friends and had many
happy reunions in the following years.  Brock passed away on February 17, 1997.

FOLKERSEN, Victor Roy WWII

Victor was born in Ceylon, Saskatchewan, on March 16, 1916. He joined
the Royal Canadian Air Force on August 15, 1941 and served in Canada
and the United Kingdom as a Flight Officer. On September 5, 1943, while
flying over Trecastle, Brecon, Wales, his plane crashed during a violent
storm.  Victor is buried in the Hereford Cemetery, Herefordshire, United
Kingdom.

FOLKERSEN, Norman Arnott WWII

Norman was born in Duck Lake, Saskatchewan, and enlisted in the Royal
Canadian Air Force on August 1, 1941. He graduated as a pilot in July 1942
and was posted to 120 Bomber Reconnaissance Squadron (Flying boats) at
Coal Harbour, British Columbia, participating in coastal defence operations
and was subsequently posted to England in August 1944 and served at #3
Personnel Reception Centre in Bournemouth until the end of the war.
Norman was discharged in 1945 and passed away in 2007.
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FORD, Harvey Thomas WWII

Harvey was born in Maple Creek, Saskatchewan, in 1921. He joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force in Saskatoon in August 1942 and enrolled in the
technical training school for a course in aero mechanic engineering.  In 1943,
he went to St. Thomas, Ontario, for further training and left for England in
June 1944, at which time he joined the 418th Edmonton Squadron and
worked on Lancaster Bombers and Mosquito airplane motors.  In September
1945, he returned to Canada and was discharged in Regina.  Harvey was a
Life Member of the Kinistino Branch #129 of The Royal Canadian Legion
before he passed away in 2006.

FORSYTH, James Henderson WWII

James was born in Kinistino, Saskatchewan, in 1919. He served in the Canadian Armed Forces
from 1941 to 1945 joining a special parachute unit that trained at Helena, Montana.  During one
of his training jumps he suffered an injury that prevented him from remaining with the unit.  He then
joined the South Saskatchewan Regiment in Regina where he became a physical training
instructor and was sent to England taking part in the invasion of Normandy as a front line soldier
and led many reconnaissance missions behind enemy lines to gain tactical information.  Jim also
took part in operations in France, Holland and Germany and was wounded twice - once in Falaise,
France, and again in Germany during the last days of the war.  He returned to Canada in August
1945 and received his discharge with the rank of Sergeant.  After spending two years working in
Toronto, he returned to the Kinistino area, where he farmed until his death in May 2002.  He was
a member of the Kinistino Branch #129 of The Royal Canadian Legion for over 40 years.

FOWLIE, Joseph WWI

Joseph was born in Scotland in 1890 and came to Canada in 1908. He
enlisted with the Fort Garry Horse from 1914-18.  He married Elizabeth and
filed for a homestead in the Megan District, five miles east of Arborfield, and
later acquired another quarter of land.  Their four children attended Megan
School and then Hillsworth.  They retired to Arborfield in 1950.  Elizabeth
passed away in 1961 and Joseph in 1970.

FORSYTH, Lorna Gavin WWII

Lorna was born on September 12, 1921 in Saskatchewan. She joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force on August 12, 1942 and was discharged on July
3, 1946.  She served in Canada at clothing stores at Rockcliffe Air Force
Base, Ontario, Trenton, Ontario, and Victoria Island.  She volunteered at
Rockcliffe Hospital; helping the blind, writing and reading letters, and taking
Veterans in wheelchairs for ‘walks.’
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FRAZER, John Robert “Jack” WWII

John was born in Walpole, Saskatchewan, on September 1, 1922. He
enlisted in the #12 District Depot of the Active Canadian Army at Regina on
July 4, 1942 and served in Canada, the United Kingdom and Continental
Europe.  He received the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany Star, the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp and was discharged on
January 8, 1946 with the rank of Gunner.  In March 1946, John became a
member of the Welwyn Branch #112 of The Royal Canadian Legion.  He
married Dawna Tilley on July 21, 1951, and they moved to Calgary and
became members of Branch #284 Chapelhow Legion and raised one son
and one daughter.  Jack passed away on May 29, 2008.

FRUIN, Arthur Giles “Art” WWII

Arthur was born in Gerald, Saskatchewan, on March 6, 1916. He took his
schooling at Redpath School and worked in the Welwyn area in 1937 and
1939.  After a short time in the 101st Battery of Moosomin, he joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force and took Aero Engine Mechanic training and
served until October 1945.  In 1943, he married Verna Carefoot, and after the
war, worked and operated a confectionery store.  In 1952, he began to farm
and continued until 1981.  Art and Verna were both fond of sports and helped
many community projects.  Art received the Veterans’ Service Medal.  He
passed away in January 2007 and had been a member of the Welwyn
Branch #112 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 46 years.

FUHR, Walter WWII

Walter enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force (Corporal) Wireless Ground
Operator on September 11, 1942 and served in Canada.  He was discharged
on October 18, 1945 and retired in Saskatoon and received the Canadian
Volunteer Service Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.

FUHR, Harold WWII

Harold was born in Langenburg. He joined #78 Squadron RAF Navigator
and trained in Canada for the flying officer service and was posted to a
Lancaster Bomber Squadron. He was shot down on his 10th operational flight
over France on the night of June 22-23, 1944.  He is buried in a military
cemetery in the commune of Quinquepark, Olse, France.
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FULLER, Charles R. WWII

Charles was born in Earl Grey, Saskatchewan, in 1918. He joined the Regina
Rifles Regiment in 1943 and served in the medical unit as a stretcher bearer
in England, Holland and Germany.  He was killed in action on February 19,
1945 and is buried in the Groesbeek Cemetery, Nymegen, Holland.

FUNK, George C. WWII

George was born on August 2, 1918 on the homestead near Dinsmore, Saskatchewan.
He joined the South Saskatchewan Regiment of the Canadian Army in February 1940
and trained in Canada and England.  In August 1942, he was seriously wounded at
Dieppe, France, and was taken POW by the Germans.  After recovering in a German
field hospital, he worked in a salt mine until he and hundreds of POWs were marched
into Germany in April 1945.  He was later rescued by the Allies when Germany
surrendered. He returned home to Lucky Lake, Saskatchewan, in June 1945, married,
and raised two daughters. He became a schoolteacher and was Superintendent of
schools for Indian Affairs.  George passed away on December 13, 1963.  He was a
member of the Beechy Branch #324 of The Royal Canadian Legion.

GALVIN, Arthur L. WWII

Arthur was born in Berwick, Saskatchewan, in 1914. He joined the RCADC
as a Dental Technician in 1942 and served in England.  He was discharged
in 1945 and worked for CPR in Churchbridge, and later moved to Arden,
Manitoba, with his wife, Dollie, and their four children.  He farmed there until
retiring to Neepawa, Manitoba, and passed away there from a heart attack
in 1998.

GALLANT, Anthony Joseph Emil WWII

Anthony was born in Kennedy, Saskatchewan, in 1911. He worked on
several farms before joining the South Saskatchewan Regiment in 1939,
and after taking his basic training, he was shipped overseas.  Anthony was
killed while taking part in the Dieppe raid on August 19, 1942, at age 31.  He
has no known grave but his name is inscribed on the Brookwood Memorial
in Surrey, England.  Gallant Bay in Northern Saskatchewan has been named
in his honour.
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GALVIN, Iven W. WWII

Iven was born in Marchwell, Saskatchewan, in 1918. He enlisted in the
RCASC and served as transport and supply captain and was discharged in
1946.  He joined the Federal Civil Service as a material management officer
and following employment at Wainwright, Camp Borden, Churchill, Winnipeg
and Edmonton, he  retired in 1982 and to Victoria, British Columbia, with his
two children.

GALVIN, Kenneth R. WWII

Kenneth was born in Berwick, Saskatchewan, in 1916. He attended the
University of Toronto Dental College before serving with the RCADC as a
dental officer in 1942. He was discharged in 1946.  After his discharge, he
practiced dentistry in Toronto.  Kenneth died from a heart attack in Toronto
in 1984.  He had two children.

GARDINER, William “Billy” WWI

Billy was a WWI veteran and came to the Megan District in 1933 from
southern Saskatchewan, where his brother, Jimmy, was Minister of
Agriculture in the Federal Government.  Billy never married but enjoyed
parties and dances put on in homes in the early days.  He farmed and sold
out in 1947, going to Manitoba.

GALVIN, Raymond K. WWII

Raymond was born in Marchwell, Saskatchewan, in 1922. He enlisted in
1942 and served with the medical branch of the RCN and was discharged
in 1946, after serving on the East Coast and in the North Atlantic.  After his
discharge, he was employed by the CPR in Canora, Saskatchewan, for
many years until he transferred to Saskatoon as a freight claims agent.  He
married Peggy and they had one child.  Raymond retired in Saskatoon.
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GARTNER, Eugene WWII

Eugene joined the Navy in 1943 at age 20 and trained as a gunner and was
on the gate boats that patrolled the Halifax Bay and was also a
Quartermaster taking his basic training in Saskatoon and then transferring
to Cornwall, Nova Scotia.  He was on the destroyer “Haida” and went on the
North Atlantic run.  While in Halifax, he married Lillian Power after the war,
and was discharged in 1946.  They came back to Saskatchewan and he
went to Moose Jaw Technical School for one year to take an electrical course
and then went farming in 1948 in the Dummer District.

GATEY, Peter WWII

Peter was born in Walpole, Saskatchewan, in 1921, son of Michael and Mary
Gatey. He joined the Westminster Regiment (motor) RCIC and went
overseas serving in Continental Europe.  He was killed in action on
September 2, 1944 near Montecchio, Italy, at only age 23. He is buried in the
Montecchio War Cemetery.  He enlisted in British Columbia and there is a
mountain named in his honour, north of Mission, British Columbia.

GIBSON, Walker Gleason WWII

Walker was born in Alameda, Saskatchewan, on February 13, 1913. He
joined the Navy on June 13, 1944 and served in the Acct. Branch RCN VR
and was given a compassionate discharge on June 12, 1945.  He was
married to Clarice Reed and they had three children.  Walker took over his
father’s farm equipment dealership and was a very active member of the
Alameda Branch #267 of The Royal Canadian Legion and the community.
He passed away on March 5, 1997.

GIBB, Robert WWII

Robert was born in Lintlaw, Saskatchewan, on July 24, 1924. He joined the
16th and 22nd Saskatchewan Horse, serving in England and Germany as a
tank gunner.  He received the Canadian Medal, the Canadian Volunteer
Service Medal and Clasp, the Defence Medal and the France/Germany Star.
Robert had been a member of the Lintlaw Branch #23 of The Royal
Canadian Legion for 62 years before he passed away in 2008.
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GOSKI, Anthony J. “Tony” WWII

Tony was born in Cedoux, Saskatchewan, on November 1, 1915. He joined
the Royal Canadian Artillery in Regina on January 20, 1943, with the rank of
GNR and served in Canada, the United Kingdom and Continental Europe.
He was discharged on March 9, 1946 and farmed at Cedoux.  Tony passed
away on March 8, 1994.

GRAF, Gustav WWI and WWII

Gustav was born in Debolufka, Galicia, Austria (now Poland), on April 28, 1896 and
immigrated to Canada in 1911. He joined the RCOC and served in WWI and WWII in
Canada and was discharged in 1945.  Gustav married Hedwig in 1922 and they had
seven children.  He operated the family farm after WWI and sold it in 1929 and bought
a butcher shop in Langenburg.  After the stock market crashed, he operated a trucking
business and enlisted in WWII in 1941 as a cook/butcher because of his age of 45 and
served on bases in Ontario.  After the war, he went to work for the Canadian Civil
Service which took him to the Armed Forces bases in Manitoba and other points.  He
passed away in Regina after a motorcycle accident on September 7, 1967.  He
received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.

GREENSIDE, James Findlay WWII

James was born in Fleming, Saskatchewan, in 1915. He joined the Army
Tank Corps and served in England and Holland.  He passed away in 1984
and was a member of the Fleming Branch #201 of The Royal Canadian
Legion for over 35 years.

GRAF, Henry R. WWII

Henry was born in Langenburg, Saskatchewan, on January 31, 1923. He enlisted in the
Royal Canadian Air Force on December 16, 1941 until 1964. He trained as a draftsman
and was stationed at several bases in Canada, France and Germany. He was discharged
on September 23, 1946.  He was with the Department of National Defence from June
1964 to September 1978 and after 23 years, he retired and worked at the potash mine and
then took employment as a draftsman with the engineering division of the Canadian Civil
Service attached to the Armed Forces.  He retired to Langenburg and lived with his
mother.  He was diagnosed with leukemia and passed away on August 22, 1982.  Henry
was a quiet man who loved sports and was a great supporter of all ticket sellers.  He
received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.
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GRIFFITH, Russell Watson WWI

Russell was born in London, Ontario, on August 19, 1897. He joined the
Cameron Highlanders of Canada 43rd Battalion in 1915 in Tugaske,
Saskatchewan, and served in Belgium and France.  He was discharged in
1919 and married Victoria Gadd of Epsom, England, in 1918. He came back
to Tugaske to farm under the soldier settlement board.  In 1931, he
homesteaded north of Norguay, Saskatchewan, due to drought conditions.
He raised three sons and two daughters.  Russell passed away in May 1982.

GRIFFITH, W. WWII

W. Griffith enlisted in the Army as a cook and served overseas. He passed
away in 1987.

GUNN, Robert WWII

Robert was born in 1923. He joined the Royal Canadian Navy on July 15,
1941, at age 18, and trained in Victoria, British Columbia. He served on the
HMCS Guysborough-Minesweeper on both the east and west coast on the
HMS Belfast and British Cruiser (Russian Convoys, D-Day) on the HMCS
Uganda, RCN cruiser attached to the British Pacific Fleet and various ships
after the war, the HMCS Ontario and Antigonish.  He was discharged on July
15, 1948.

GUNN, John Alexander WWI & PEACETIME

John was born in Fort Qu’Appelle, Saskatchewan, on August 21, 1883. He
joined the 5th Regiment (Boer War) in April 1902 and was discharged in
August 1902. Then he enlisted with the 1st Regiment (CMR) in WWI on
October 22, 1914 and was discharged in May 1919, serving in Canada, SA,
England, and Belgium. He became a POW on June 2, 1916 (Sanctuary
Wood), and a POW in a Germany-forced labour camp. He was then
hospitalized in Germany and later in Switzerland, and moved to convalesce
on December 9, 1918 in Berkshire, England.  He was later owner of Gunn’s
Beach and was postmaster in Spirit Lake until his death on August 12, 1947.
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HAINSTOCK, Henry WWI

Henry was born in Minto, Manitoba, on April 17, 1894, the oldest of six
children born to David and Elizabeth.  He went to school in Minto and joined
the RCA 1st Depot Division.  After the war, he worked at road construction,
on farms and sawing wood.  He married Eva McDairmid on March 15, 1927
at Melfort and they farmed at Leacross and then moved to the Jordan River
District in March 1941 and raised a family of five:  Janet, Frank, Vera,
Gertrude and Mabel.  They moved to Arborfield in 1960 and sold their farm
in 1961.  Henry passed away in 1964.  Eva moved to Nipawin and passed
away in 2001.

HAMILTON, Boyd Nelson WWII

Boyd was born at Tisdale, Saskatchewan, on August 2, 1922, son of Henry
and Mary Hamilton. He enlisted in the Royal Canadian Navy and was
stationed in Cornwallis, Nova Scotia, and Windsor, Ontario, as an engine
room artificer.  Boyd passed away of cancer on January 19, 2002.  He was
a member of Branches #50 and #54 of The Royal Canadian Legion for five
years.

HANDE, Philip H. WWII

Philip was born in Marchwell, Saskatchewan, on July 28, 1916. He joined the
Army in 1942 with the 1st Field Park Coy, RCE (Special) 2nd Division and
landed in Normandy hauling supplies to the front line through Germany and
was discharged in 1946.  He married Frances in 1947 and they had two
children.

HANDE, Dirk PEACETIME

Dirk was born in Marchwell, Saskatchewan, on December 23, 1953. He
joined the Canadian Armed Forces in August 1977 and was stationed at
Halifax, Nova Scotia, and served with the 1st Canadian Submarine Squadron
(Able Seaman) on HMCS Onondaga until his discharge in July 1979.  After
returning home, he went back to work in the potash mine and married Cheryl
in 1981 and they had two children.  He moved to British Columbia, where he
works in a lumber mill.  He was a member of the Langenburg Br # 250 and
was transferred to Gold River Legion in British Columbia.

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HANNA, Orval WWII

Orval was born at Keys, Manitoba, on March 22, 1903 (a twin to Owen), son
of Thomas and Mildred Hanna.  He came with his family to Runeiman,
Saskatchewan, and attended the Leather River School and helped his
brother, Owen, farm until 1942 when he joined the Royal Canadian Air Force
and served overseas and was discharged in Calgary in 1946.  He then
helped his Uncle Hugh McPhail to farm and then returned to Calgary.  Orval
passed away on May 24, 1959.

HANNA, Weldon WWII

Weldon was born at Keys, Manitoba, on November 10, 1909, son of Thomas
and Mildred Hanna. He moved with his family to Runeiman, Saskatchewan,
and attended the Leather River School and finished his education at Manlius
School. He married Marjorie Mohr in 1936 and they moved to Flin Flon,
where he worked in the mines.  They had one son, Billy.  Weldon joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force in 1942 going overseas and shortly after the war
he returned to Flin Flon, married again and raised Sheldon, George and
Billy.  He passed away on December 31, 1996.

HARESIGN, Sidney WWII

Sidney was born in Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan, in 1913. He joined the Perth
Regiment, RCIC, serving in Italy.  He was killed in action in 1944 and
received the Memorial Cross, the 1939-45 Star, the Italy Star, the War Medal
and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp.

HANSEN, Walter WWII

Walter was born in Norquay, Saskatchewan, on May 1, 1915. He joined the
Royal Canadian Army Service Corps on April 8, 1942, serving in France,
Belgium, Holland and the United Kingdom.  Following his discharge on March
27, 1946, he married Agnes Johnson and they had four children:  Laura,
Wallace, Dale and Lars.  He was with the Saskatchewan Pool Construction Unit
from 1954-1965 and received his millwright papers and worked with the
Saskatchewan Potash Industry in Esterhazy, Vans coy and Allan until he was
killed in a car crash on his way to work one morning on December 14, 1970.  He
is remembered as a very positive, smiling man who defended The Legion and
what it stood for, being a member of Branch #351 Norquay for 18 years.

Mervyn was born in Ingleside district south of Marchwell, Saskatchewan, in
1914. He enlisted with the Queen’s Own Cameron Highlanders in 1943 at
Worthing, Sussex, England, and served in France.  He married Blanche and
worked in the pulp mill in Ontario after he left home.  He was killed in action
at St. Andre-sur-Orne, Normandy, France, on July 24, 1944 and is buried at
Beny-sur-Mer War Cemetery near Reviers Calvados, France.  He left his
wife and five children to mourn.

Upon return to civilian life, John worked for
one year and married in 1946 and began farming in the Khadive area in
1947, where he lived until his death on July 11, 2006.  He had been a
member of the Pongman Branch #180 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 59
years.

Jim was born in County Donegal, Ireland, on October 30, 1889 and came to
Canada in 1912 with the Allen brothers to work at Conquest, Saskatchewan,
near his brother, William, and family.  Jim joined the CEF and went overseas
and returned to file for homestead in the White Fox area in 1919.  In 1931,
he married Frances Merritt, an English school teacher at Pinehurst School
and they had a daughter, Nancy.  In 1937, he sold the land and they moved
to England.  Jim passed away in 1960.

HUDSON, Mervin C. “Merv” WWII

Merv joined the Royal Canadian Air Force as an Aero Engine Mechanic and
spent time training in Williams Lake and Vancouver, British Columbia,
sleeping in sleeping bags.  Merv loved the country up there and thought it a
perfect place to raise cattle.

Lawrence was born at Ardath, Saskatchewan, on May 12, 1915 to William
and Maude, and moved with his family in 1935 to the White Fox area. He
worked in the shipyards at Vancouver in 1941.  He joined the Royal
Canadian Air Force in 1942 as a mechanic and was discharged in 1945.  In
1948, he started building houses with his brothers and had a construction
business in 1962, NWL Hunter Construction.  He married Mae and they
raised two children.  Lawrence passed away on March 12, 1989.

HUNTER, Murray WWII

Murray was born in Estonia, Saskatchewan on August 31, 1924 and grew up on a farm in the Mantario
district.  He enlisted in November 1942 in Saskatoon and went to Regina and took his basic training in
Camp at Prince Albert and then sent to Camp Borden, Ontario, for advance training as a motor mechanic
and instructing in tank driving and maintenance.  In November 1943, he boarded the Aquatania and
headed overseas and landed at South Ampton and was sent by rail to Aldershot to be retested and
examined for further instruction on British Tanks.  Murray was assigned to the 2nd Armoured Division-1st

Hussars and crossed to Juno Beach and made his way up the coast line to Dieppe, knocking out German
resistance units.  In July 1944, the Germans scored a direct hit causing explosions and fire.  Murray had
burns to his hands and face and was in hospital for two weeks and then back overseas to re-enforcement
camp.  Murray came back to Canada on the Queen Elizabeth and was discharged in February 1946 in
Regina.  He was a member of the Ogema Branch of The Royal Canadian Legion.

HUNTER, William Ronald “Bill” WWII

Bill was born at Ardath, Saskatchewan, on September 6, 1918. He moved
with his family in 1935 to the White Fox area and joined the SLI in 1940
going overseas to Britain, France, Germany, Italy and Holland. He was
discharged in 1945 and went in 1948 to join his brothers in the construction
business.  He married Genny and they raised three children.  Bill passed
away on April 5, 2004.

HUNTER, Norman Alexander WWII

Norman was born at Tisdale to William and Maude on November 8, 1922
and came with his family from Ardath to the White Fox area in 1935.
Norman, with brothers Albert and Lawrence, worked in the shipyards at
Vancouver in 1941.

Alfred, son of John and Elizabeth Hutchison, was born in Hartney, North
Dakota, U.S.A., on September 18, 1894 and moved to the Wawota,
Saskatchewan, and farmed with his dad until joining the Army on April 17,
1916 in Wawota. He was sent overseas to England on June 9, 1917 and
transferred to the 46th Canadian Infantry Battalion (Saskatchewan Regiment)
sometime after November 1917.  Jim died of wounds on September 4, 1918
and is buried in the Aubigny Communal Cemetery Extension, Pas de Calais,
France.

HYSUICK, Steve WWII

Steve was born in Flintoft, Saskatchewan, on February 9, 1921 and joined
the 48th Light AA on November 4, 1942, serving in Europe, France, Belgium
and Poland and was discharged in March 1946.  After the war, he returned
to the family homestead where he continued farming until his retirement in
the late 1980s.

INGJALDSON, Brian PEACETIME

Brian joined the Canadian Forces - 1st Service Battalion (Administration
Clerk) in October 1977, serving in Canada and obtained his voluntary
release in April 1980.

Harold was born in Sioux City, Iowa, USA, in 1924. He joined the Air Force
and served in Canada and England.  Gordon was a naturalized Canadian
and so proud of it.  He received the 1939-45 Star, the Atlantic Star, the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 War Medal, the
Canadian Forces Decoration and Clasp and the Long Service Medal.  Harold
passed away in 1979.

JOHNSON, Byron WWII

Byron enlisted on June 27, 1941 and trained as aircrew in Canada and proceeded to the UK
and flew his first tour of operation with mixed Royal Canadian Air Force - RAF Crew in
England and North Africa as a tail gunner.  He returned to England as an instructor at RAF
gunnery school and then returned to Canada as his tour expired in January 1944. He went
back to England to start his second tour in Lancaster as mid upper gunner with an all
Canadian crew.  He flew back to Canada in the Spring of 1945 to start training on Lincoln
Bombers for the far east service. He was discharged on September 8, 1945.  Byron died
suddenly of cancer on December 10, 1990.   He received the Canadian Volunteer Service
Medal and Clasp, the Defence Medal, the Italy Star, the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany
Star, the Aircraft Europe Star, the 1939-45 War Medal and the Canadian Forces Decoration. 

JOHNSON, O. M. Mayo WWII

Mayo was born in 1920. He enlisted with the Royal Canadian Air Force
(LAC) in 1940 and served with the #7 Bombing and German School in
Manitoba and was discharged in 1945.  After the war, Mayo worked as a
mechanic, married Ruth and they raised two children.  He received the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.  He passed
away in 1964.

JOHNSON, Donovan WWII

Donovan was born on March 11, 1918. He joined the Army and landed in France in August
1944, where he hauled a light anti-aircraft gun and trailer of ammunition for the 8th Canadian
Light Anti Aircraft 4th Division for a short time and then transferred to the 15th Canadian Field
Regiment hauling more ammunition in France, Belgium and Holland until the end of the war.
After the war, the Czechoslovakian government borrowed some of the army trucks and
Donovan drove the first aid truck for the convoy of trucks through Cologne, Frankfurt, Neinberg,
into Plzen, Czechoslovakia.  Donovan went back to farming when he returned home.  He
received the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany Star, the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal
and Clasp, and the 1939-45 Defence Medal.  Donovan passed away in Russell, Manitoba, on
June 10, 1997, and was a member of the Russell Branch of The Royal Canadian Legion.

Norman passed away on June 28, 2001, and had
been a member of the Estevan Branch of The Royal Canadian Legion for 30
years.

JOHNSON, William Quinton WWII

William was born in 1922. He enlisted with the RAF Wing #15 Squadron in
June 1941 and was killed in action on May 23, 1943 in Doortmund, England,
when on his 13th bomber raid, his Stirling was shot down over enemy
territory.

Raymond was born in Alameda, Saskatchewan, on March 31, 1921. He
joined the Army on January 9, 1942 under the Queen’s Own Cameron
Highlanders and served in Canada, England, France and Germany.  He
received the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany Star, the Defence Medal
and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp.  Ray was discharged
on June 26, 1946, returning back to Alameda.  He passed away in August
1983.

JOHNSTON, Alfred Lawrence WWII

Lawrence was born in Douglaston, Saskatchewan, on October 22, 1920. He
joined the Air Force in June 1942 and served in England as an aircraft
mechanic and was discharged in January 1946.  Upon returning to Alameda,
he bought a farm and married Marion Hume.  Lawrence was a very active
Alameda Legion member, being a handy man and received his Life
Membership to The Legion.  He passed away on May 28, 2009.

Vernon enlisted with the Queen’s Own Cameron Highlanders (Infantry) on
June 4, 1942 and embarked overseas in January 1943. He went to France
with the 21st Army Group and was wounded and taken prisoner to Stalag 38
in Poland and was liberated by American Forces on March 17, 1945. He
received his discharge on August 24, 1945.  Vernon received the Canadian
Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 War Medal, the 1939-45
Star and the France/Germany Star.

KINDRAT (TAYLOR), Mary Stewart WWII

Mary was born in Ridgedale, Saskatchewan, in 1924. She joined the CWAC
in Regina in July 1942, and took her basic training in Vermilion, Alberta, and
was then posted to Maple Creek, Saskatchewan, as a bookkeeper in the
supply depot for one year and then returned to Regina to the quartermaster
stores, where she fitted and altered uniforms for new recruits and members
of the CWAC.  She was discharged in September 1945 and has been a
member of the Tisdale Branch #50 of The Royal Canadian Legion for four
years.

KING, Howard Stanley WWII

Stanley, son of William and Henrietta King, was born in the Battleford Hospital on March 29,
1922. He enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force on March 30, 1942, serving with the North
Atlantic Squadron out of Newfoundland as an Aero Engine Mechanic and spent most of his
time in Yorkshire, England, working on the airplanes.  While there, he met and married
Rosemary Richardson of Newton, Yorkshire.  At the end of the war, he returned to Canada to
farm in the Bear Creek district, and he and Rose farmed there for many years. They have two
grandchildren from his son, Anthony.  He continued farming for a few years even after a fall that
left him a paraplegic.  Stanley eventually retired after a heart attack and he and Rose moved
to Meadow Lake, where he resided until his death on September 5, 1997.  He received the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Defence Medal and was a member of the Meadow
Lake Branch #76 of The Royal Canadian Legion for over 35 years.

Arron joined the Air Force and passed away in 1965.

KIRK, Wilford WWII

Wilford was born in Ingleside, south of Marchwell, Saskatchewan, and joined the Queen’s
Own Cameron Highlanders (Sergeant) on July 9, 1942 and saw action in France, Holland,
Germany and Belgium and received minor shrapnel wounds.  His fighting ended at the Rhine
River in Germany and was posted to  Ghent, Belgium, as an instructor of new recruits arriving
from Canada in March 1945.  At the end of hostilities, he rejoined the Camerons back in
Amersfoort, Holland, and took command of the regiment police.  He returned home with his
regiment in November 1945 and was discharged on January 10, 1946.  Wilford was awarded
the highest Dutch Medal - Knight of Militaire Willemsorde.  After the war, he sailed back to
England to marry Doris in 1949, and they returned back to Langenburg and raised three sons
and farmed.  He received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 Star,
the Defence Medal, the King George VI Medal and the France/Germany Star.

KITZ, Harold WWII

Harold enlisted in the Army doing guard duty on June 20, 1941. He served
in Canada and was discharged on November 19, 1945.

KITSCH, Emil A. B. WWII

Emil was born in the Langenburg district, Saskatchewan, on September 17,
1918. He joined the Royal Canadian Army (RCA) on July 31, 1941. After the
war, he married Elizabeth and they raised six children.  He farmed from
1946-1983 and retired to Langenburg.

He was sent
overseas on December 16, 1944 and on December 25, 1944 was off to Liverpool, where he served
on the front lines as a machine gunner.

He
joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in October 1951 and was stationed at
many different bases across Canada and was discharged on October 18,
1954.

He married Grace Leguee in 1946 and raised four children, settling
and farming near the town of Ogema, Saskatchewan, for over thirty years.  Lloyd passed away in 1986 at the
age of 70 and Grace passed away eleven years later in 1997 also at age 70. He was proud to have served his
country, as did his stepfather, Alexander MacPhail, who served with the 152nd Battalion during WWI.

Edward, son of Ernest and Elisa Nelms, was born in Kincardine, Ontario, on
August 18, 1920. He joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in 1940 and
trained at various bases in Saskatchewan and Manitoba and left for
overseas on September 27, 1941 for more training in England and Scotland.
He was killed on June 15, 1942 at age 22, and was with the #19 Operational
Training Unit flying a Whitney aircraft carrying practice bombs when it
crashed in heavy fog into a hilltop in Morayshire, Scotland.  Nelms Lake in
northern Saskatchewan is named in his memory.  Edward had married Sylvia
Smart of Vandura in 1940 and had a son, James, born on June 15, 1941.

NELSON, Alick L. WWII

Alick was born in Macklin, Saskatchewan, in 1912. He joined the RCASC 1st

Division, RCASC 5th Division, Supply Troops on January 27, 1943 and served
in Canada, the United Kingdom and Continental Europe, and was discharged
on March 21, 1946, but stayed in Germany for a while to help transport troops
and supplies.  When he returned home, he purchased land through the
Veterans’ Land Act and married Virginia in 1951 and raised a family.  He
retired to Russell, Manitoba.  Alick received the Canadian Volunteer Service
Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 Medal, the Defence Medal, the
France/Germany Medal, the Volunteer Star and the Battle of Britain Medal.

NELSON, Olvf M. WWII

Olvf was born in Kinistino, Saskatchewan, in 1918. He enlisted on February
2, 1942 with the RCEME in Prince George, British Columbia, and the RCA
Victoria Rifles, RCASC in Halifax, Nova Scotia, serving as a truck driver in
Canada and was discharged on November 25, 1945.  He is a member of the
Kinistino Branch #129 of The Royal Canadian Legion for eight years.

NELSON, George J. WWII

George was born in Kinistino, Saskatchewan, in 1922. He enlisted with the
Queen’s Own Rifles #2 3rd Division in 1943 and served in Canada, England,
France and the Aleutian Islands.  He was wounded on August 10, 1944 and
was discharged in 1945.

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NELSON, Thomas Harvey WWII

Thomas was born in Watson, Saskatchewan, on August 25, 1915. He moved to
Shaunavon, Saskatchewan, as a young boy where he lived with his aunt and uncle
on their dairy farm.  In 1941, he married Annette Giasson and on August 15, 1942,
he enlisted in Regina in the RCASC and completed his basic training. He advanced
at A20 CASCTC at Red Deer, Alberta, as a qualified motor mechanic and driver and
embarked overseas on December 27, 1943 as reinforcement for the RCASC and
then went to Italy on February 17, 1944 with the 41st Canadian General Transport as
a Bren Gunner and served in Italy, Africa and England.  After his discharge, he
returned to Shaunavon, where he was employed by the Saskatchewan Coop
Creamery and later took up farming until his death in October 1979.

NESS, Julian Bernard WWII

Julian was born in Barnsville, Minnesota, USA, on August 8, 1912. He
enlisted in the Army on October 9, 1942, training as a winch operator-expert
carbine and then winch operator instructor serving in the southern
Philippines.  He received the American Theatre Service Medal, the Philippine
Liberation Medal with one Bronze Service Star, the Asiatic Pacific Service
Medal as well as the good conduct and Victory Medals.  He was discharged
in January 1946 and was a member of the South Saskatchewan Branch
#306 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 16 years until his death on July 11,
1979.

Gordon was born in 1918 at Balcarres and grew up on the family farm.  He joined
the RCA Saskatchewan Horse Regiment in 1942, and in 1944 he married
Dorothy in Surrey, England, while he was serving with the Tank Corps.

He loved rodeos, horses, playing cards,
camping, fishing and a good joke.  Lawrence passed away on February 7,

After a few months training, he was sent to the front line
in Belgium, Holland, France and Germany to build bridges after they had been
blown up by the Germans.  In France, they were sent out to rescue Allied Troops
that were trapped across the Rhine River and bring them to their side amid flying
bullets.  A few days later, during the night, he helped to build a bridge across the
Rhine River for troops, armoured carriers, and tanks to cross in Arnhem.  They
were captured while still asleep.  When the war was over, he was sent back to
Canada and received his discharge on December 4, 1945.

He received the following medals:  the DSO, the DSC, the DSCM and the VSM
and ribbons.  He married twice and had five children from each marriage.  George passed
away on August 6, 1979 and is buried at Soldiers Plot Riverside Memorial Gardens,
Regina.

Harold was born in Holbein, Saskatchewan, in 1922. He joined the South
Saskatchewan Regiment in 1942 and was wounded and came home before
the war ended.

John travelled overseas
on the Empress of Scotland as a gun crew and landed at Greenock, Scotland, and then by train to Abington, England,
for operational training flying in Wellington and Whitley planes.  John’s crew of seven were on 21 bombing trips over
Germany.  He was the tail gunner and their last bombing run was on April 22, 1945.  John came home to Canada on
the Isle de France ship and started farming in 1946 with a Veterans’ Land Grant and was able to purchase his first
Minneapolis tractor for $1, 200.00.  He built a house in 1946 and married Gladys MacDonald and they raised four
children and now have thirteen grandchildren and three great grandsons.  Over the years, John’s air crew have
enjoyed many happy reunions and as of 2001, only two members of the air crew are left, John and the pilot.

OSBORNE, George Martin WWI

George was born on April 12, 1889 in Roadale, Lancashire, England. He
joined the Princess Patricia Canadian Light Infantry 195th 102 Service CEF
serving in France for two years and nine months, arriving there on November
28, 1916, and commenced duty on December 9, 1916.  His right arm was
amputated at Vimy in 1917 from a shrapnel wound on the right elbow which
was shattered badly because of gangrene.

#129 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 54 years.  Arthur received the 1939-45 Star, the Italy Star, the
France/Germany Star, the Defence Medal, the George VI Defence Medal, the War Service Badge RCCS
and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal.  He passed away on September 19, 1999.

Jack was born in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan, in 1908. He joined the 13th Field Regiment RCA 44th and
78th Battery and landed on the beaches of Normandy on D-Day and had to jump off a landing craft into 10-
12 feet of water, as they couldn’t get the craft any closer to the Juno shore because of the obstacles and
mines that the Germans had planted in the water.  Jack was a signaller and had to lay telephone lines and
set up radio communications systems, always being in the front lines regardless of weather or dangerous
conditions.  It was during this time that Jack was captured while his crew of five were laying out telephone
lines that the Germans just popped up from nowhere and took them prisoners, but shot the chap that was
helping Jack roll out the spool of wire, the poor chap only lived for about four hours.  The Germans were
waiting until dark and ordered Jack and his crew to follow them, marching for two hours to camp spending
eight months in different camps.  They were liberated by General Patton and he went to England and was
hospitalized for one month and then went home to Canada.  Jack had been a member of the Kinistino
Branch #129 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 50 years before he passed away in 1995.

PORTER, Patrick Richard SPECIAL AREA DUTY

Patrick was born in Lloydminster, Saskatchewan, in 1969. He joined the 3rd

Commando Royal Canadian Regiment Airborne #2 Combat Engineer Group
doing peacekeeping in Cyprus.

POWERS, Duane WWII

After the Allied
bombing in Holland, he rejoined his unit until June 1945 when he contracted wet pleurisy
and came to Canada on the hospital ship in November 1945 and stayed in Saskatoon until
April 1946. He married and raised a family on the family farm near Marchwell and did
mechanical work in a shop on his farm.  Norman received the Canadian Volunteer Service
Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany Star, the Defence Medal and the
1939-45 War Medal. He retired to Saskatoon.  

PRINCE, Ewald P. WWII

Ewald was born in Marchwell, Saskatchewan, on March 25, 1921. He joined
the Canadian Forces on December 11, 1942 and served in Canada and the
United Kingdom, receiving his discharge on May 31, 1946 and coming back
to farm in the Marchwell area.  He married Matilda, raised a family of two,
and retired to Langenburg.  Ewald had taken his training in Regina and
British Columbia and drove trucks there.  He slept in tents in below zero
degrees and came home for two weeks to help with the harvest and went
back to British Columbia and was moved around a lot before being
scheduled to go overseas.

She joined the Royal Canadian Air
Force as a cook and served in eastern Canada in WWII. She now resides
in Parksville on Vane Isle, British Columbia, with her husband, David Kehl.

RILEY, William Walter WWI

William was born in Wilmot, PEI, on August 3, 1893. He enlisted in
Charlottetown, PEI, on May 1, 1915 in the 55th Battalion, the same outfit as
his brother, John Lepage. William went overseas to England and France,
and received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal.  William is deceased
and is buried in Summerside Peoples Cemetery, PEI.

RINK, Bernard WWII

Bernard was born in Kendal, Saskatchewan, on May 9, 1925. He joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force 576 Squadron (RAF) on January 8, 1943 and
served in England with a bomber crew as rear gunner.  Being not even 20
years old, he made 34 bombing raids over western Europe and U Boats over
the English Channel. He was discharged on June 25, 1945. Bernard is a
member of the Kamsack Branch #24 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 35
years.

RINK, Anton WWII

Anton was born in Kendal, Saskatchewan, on March 24, 1916. He joined
the Seaforth Highlanders in July 1940 and served with the 1st Division in
England, Sicily, Italy and Holland.  He served also with the Signal Platoon
and was a dispatch rider. He was discharged in August 1945.  Anton passed
away on March 28, 2007 and had been a member of the Lebret Branch of
The Royal Canadian Legion for 20 years.
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RINK, Daniel WWII

Daniel was born in Kendal, Saskatchewan, on December 1, 1917. He joined
the Army in August 1942 and served in Canada and England as a gunnery
instructor at the Dauphin Air Force station and went overseas in early 1945.

He joined
the Iroquois Squadron Royal Canadian Air Force on June 29, 1942 and
served in England and all over Europe. He was killed in a raid over the Rhur
at Essen, Germany, on March 11, 1945, doing his ninth trip, and is buried in
Reichswald Forest Cemetery in Germany.
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ROBERTSON, Wilfred Harold WWI and WWII

Wilfred was born in Owen Sound, Ontario, on August 25, 1898. He joined the RCASC RCA at age
18 and in WWII, he joined the 76th Field Battery RCA, 17th Canadian Field Regiment on August 6,
1940 at Indian Head, Saskatchewan, serving in Canada, England and Italy. On November 9, 1941,
he went overseas to the United Kingdom as part of the 5th Canadian Armoured Division and was
confirmed as Sergeant on February 12, 1942. In November 1943, he landed in Italy and on February
8, 1944, he returned to the United Kingdom on a hospital boat with severe back problems and was
hospitalized there and returned to Canada on August 26, 1945. He was awarded the Italy Star and
Defence Medal on December 12, 1945 and received his discharge on January 31, 1946. Harold
was a violinist and played in an orchestra in England and on his return to civilian life, he farmed and
was a registered seed grower in Balcarres, Saskatchewan. He was killed in Balcarres on April 4,
1955. He was a member of the Balcarres Legion from 1946-1955.

ROBINSON, Garland Glenn WWI & WWII

Garland was born in Meeker County, Minnesota, USA, in 1893. He joined the
3rd Division Machine Battalion with the Veteran’s Guard of Canada, serving
in Canada and Europe.  He had been a member of the Eston Branch #155
of The Royal Canadian Legion for 30 years before he passed away in 1971.

ROBINSON, J. Dean WWII

Dean was born in Swift Current, Saskatchewan, on August 4, 1924. He
joined the Regina Rifles Regiment on September 29, 1943, served in
Canada, England and Europe, and was discharged on January 6, 1946.  He
started working for Saskatchewan Power in 1949 as a district operator and
retired in 1981.  He has been a member of the Eston Branch #155 of The
Royal Canadian Legion for 50 years.

ROBINSON, Hazel Ferry WWII

Hazel was born in Saskatchewan in 1925. She joined the Canadian
Women’s Army Corps and served in Canada.  She passed away in 2000
and was a member of the Eston Branch #155 of The Royal Canadian
Legion.
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ROTH, Jacob WWII

Jacob was born in section 36 township 21 range west in Saskatchewan on
February 2, 1920.

He received his motor vehicle
mechanics certificate completing a course on diesel mechanics. As a Lance Corporal, he saw
active duty in Canada, the United Kingdom, and Continental Europe. He was discharged on
October 22, 1945.  He married Alice in 1948 and they raised a family of two. George worked in
a garage for many years and then operated his own garage in Marchwell and retired to
Langenburg in 1980. He enjoyed playing cards and sports, especially golf. He received the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the France/Germany Star, the 1939-45 Star, the
1939-45 War Medal, and the Defence Medal. George passed away on March 25, 1999.

ROULSTON, Lorne E. WWII

Lorne was born in the Ingleside District, south of Marchwell, Saskatchewan,
on April 12, 1921. He joined the 42nd Canadian General Transport Division
in 1942 serving in Canada and the United Kingdom. He was killed in an
explosion on October 20, 1944 and his memory is remembered on the
Groesbeck Memorial in Nijmegen, Holland.  In northern Saskatchewan,
there is a lake called Roulston Lake named after him because of his bravery
and committed service to his country.  Lorne was an easy-going man with a
happy disposition and loved teasing and joking around.

ROULSTON, Leonard WWII

Leonard was born in the Ingleside District, south of Marchwell,
Saskatchewan, on April 12, 1921. He joined the 101st LAA Battery with the
4th Canadian Division in 1942 and served most of the European countries.
After he returned home in the Fall of 1945, he was not well because of the
memories of the duties as a gunner. He farmed with his brother-in-law and
never married, but loved all children. He passed away on May 27, 1990 and
is buried at the Ingleside Cemetery, south of Marchwell, Saskatchewan.
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ROULSTON, Walter V. WWII

Walter was born in the Ingleside District, south of Marchwell, Saskatchewan,
on December 13, 1908. He joined the 18th Battery RCA 2nd Anti Tank
Regiment in 1939 with the Army still using the WWI uniforms.  Soon after his
arrival in England, he took up duties in Italy, where he spent most of his
years overseas. In his many Army positions, he served from private to the
rank of corporal, and was with the Signal Corps, and a gunner.  In 1945, he
returned to Marchwell and married in 1964 and then moved to British
Columbia. He died in 1979 from gall bladder surgery complications.

RUDD, Henry WWII

Henry joined the Army and served overseas.  He passed away in 2001. 

RUDOSKI, Clarence L. WWII

Clarence joined the Air Force on July 10, 1942 and was discharged on
September 15, 1945.  Due to an eye injury, he was unable to train as a pilot
so he trained in intelligence and was posted overseas in July 1943 and was
stationed at Royal Canadian Air Force bases at Bournemouth, Linton and
Eastmoor in England.  He moved to Camrose, Alberta.  He received the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the Defence Medal and the
1939-45 War Medal.

RUDD, Herb WWII

Herb joined the Army as a cook and served overseas. He was a member of
the Smeaton Branch of The Royal Canadian Legion.
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RUDOSKI, Larry PEACETIME

Larry enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force on March 1, 1948 as an
aircraftsman 2nd Class and served in various capacities as an airman and NCO at
Royal Canadian Air Force station Sea Island, Canadian Joint Air Training Centre,
Rivers, Royal Canadian Air Force stations, Clinton, Charesholm, Gimli and #1 Air
Division Headquarters, Metz, France. Commissioned from the rank of Flight
Sergeant in 1958 and held appointments of accounting officer, staff officer, pay
accounting officer, base controller and command controller at various Royal
Canadian Air Force bases. He is still on the Supplementary Reserve list, tentatively
a candidate for the formed Supplementary Ready Reserve. He was discharged on
October 3, 1975 and received the Canadian Forces Decoration and Clasp.

RUDY, Freddie WWII and PEACETIME

Rudy was born on July 3, 1926. He enlisted on December 7, 1943 with the Royal Canadian Air Force and trained as an air gunner
(Sergeant). From 1950-1972, he served with the Royal Canadian Air Force and trained as a pilot (Flight Lieutenant). After his first
discharge on March 7, 1945, Freddie was employed as a mechanic in Langenburg and rejoined the Royal Canadian Air Force on
December 2, 1950 and received his pilot’s wings in October 1951 and was selected to fly fighter aircrafts. In 1952, he was
transferred to the 1st Canadian NATO base on the continent and exercises were conducted out of bases in England, Norway and
Germany. He got married. In October 1954, the squadron was disbanded and he was transferred to MacDonald as a pilot weapon
instructor and later as an advanced training instructor. In December 1957, he transferred to Rivers and in September 1961, to Cold
Lake, Alberta. Rudy transferred to many areas during his time with the Royal Canadian Air Force. In August 1967, after his wife
passed away, he transferred to Rivers instructing again. He remarried and moved with the helicopter training unit to Portage la
Prairie. Rudy retired from the Royal Canadian Air Force in July 1971, and was discharged on January 1, 1972 and moved to
British Columbia, retiring in 1985 as a post officer carrier. He received the 1939-45 War Medal and the Canadian Forces Decoration.

RUDY, John H. “Jack” WWII

John joined the Royal Canadian Air Force on July 25, 1941 and was posted
to RAF Ricall Yorks, England, and then posted to C.U. Royal Canadian Air
Force Dalton and Wimbleton Yorks from September 1943 to June 1945. He
was then posted to #420 and #425 Squadrons Yorkshire and Debert, Nova
Scotia, from June to September 1945, being discharged on September 11
of that year.  He served from 1954-56 as Flying Officer Primary Reserve (Air
Cadets).  He married and raised a family.  John passed away on May 11,
1996.  He received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the
Defence Medal and the 1939-45 War Medal.

RUDY, Harold PEACETIME

Harold was born in December 7, 1939. He enlisted in the Royal Canadian
Air Force in 1957 and left after three years. He married and raised a family,
and worked as a draftsman for the potash mine.  Harold rejoined the Royal
Canadian Air Force sometime after 1965 and left in 1970 but worked for the
Department of Defence in Cold Lake, Alberta, until 1980 and then moved to
Saskatoon to work as a draftsman. He retired to Pinder Island, British
Columbia.
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RUSHTON, Walter Horace WWI

Horace was born in Worcester, England, in 1898. He enlisted in May 17,
1917 with 76th Battery CFA and served with the 43rd Battery, 8th Brigade, RCA
and was discharged on April 9, 1919.  Horace and his family moved to
Alameda, Saskatchewan, in 1938 and worked with the Alameda Dispatch
and joined the Alameda Legion Branch #267 in 1945 and then moved to
Kenora, Ontario, and worked with the local newspaper.  He passed away in
August 1953.

RUSK, Elwin Harold WWII

Elwin was born in Indian Head, Saskatchewan, on December 3, 1915. He
joined the Armoured Corps 4th Division on September 10, 1942 and served
in Normandy, France, Belgium, Holland and Germany and was discharged
on April 6, 1945. Elwin and his wife, Ida, and family moved to Edmonton,
Alberta, in 1974.  He passed away on March 17, 2003.  His wife belonged
to the auxiliary of the White Fox Branch #244 of The Royal Canadian Legion.

RUSSELL, Charlie A. WWI

Charlie came with his family to the Waterfield area, Saskatchewan, in 1913
from Staffshire, England. He worked in the summer at Indian Head to get
experience with horses, trees, haymaking and stooking. They had three
homesteads. A house was built on their father’s homestead. In December
1915, he joined the Army and spent three years overseas. He married a
Welsh girl and returned to his homestead where they raised five children.
Charlie sold out in the 1930s and moved to British Columbia.

RUSK, James Elmer WWII

James was born in Minitonas, Manitoba, in 1921. He enlisted in the Army in
August 1942 and took his basic training in Maple Creek. His first posting
was in Halifax and then to Victoria in the Spring of 1943 with the 5th (British
Columbia) Coast Regiment RCA and served in Canada, the United
Kingdom, and Continental Europe until the Spring of 1946, when he received
his honourable discharge and returned home.  Jim was a member of the
Gainsborough Branch #170 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 50 years until
he passed away in 1995.
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RUSSELL, Ernie A. WWI

Ernie came with his family from Staffshire, England, in 1913 to the Waterfield
area, Saskatchewan, and took up three quarters. A house was built on their
father’s homestead and Ernie worked at Indian Head, Saskatchewan, to get
experience with trees, horses, haymaking and stooking.  He joined the Army
in 1915 and was overseas for three years and returned home to work on his
homestead, which he sold and returned to England and married Heather, a
Red Cross nurse, and they raised one son.  Ernie passed away in England
in February 1984.

RYMES, William Thomas WWI

William was born in Hastings, Sussex, England, on October 9, 1889. He
joined the 203rd Battalion on May 13, 1916, serving in England and France,
and was discharged on February 20, 1919. He was wounded in combat and
returned to Canada in 1919 with an English bride. He passed away on March
12, 1974 and had been a member of the Earl Grey #137 of The Royal
Canadian Legion for 27 years and the Selton Branch #33 for 17 years.

SAMWAY, Harold Henry WWI & WWII

Harold was born in Deloraine, Manitoba. He joined the Air Force as a cadet
for pilot in 1918, and as a private in 1942 serving in Canada.  After his
discharge in 1946, Harold, Sylvia and Maybelle moved to Welwyn, where
he taught school until his retirement in 1972.  He was zone commander and
district commander of the Welwyn Branch #112 of The Royal Canadian
Legion.  In September 1982, he moved to St. Albert, Alberta, to live with his
daughter until his passing.  He received the Canadian Volunteer Service
Medal.

SAMPSON, Phil WWII

Phil was born in Birch Hills, Saskatchewan, in 1919. He joined the Air Force
and served in Canada and England from 1941 to 1946 and received the
Defence Medal. 
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SANDERSON, Albert Richard WWII

Albert was born in Hardy, Saskatchewan, on July 29, 1921. He joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force on May 20, 1941 and was discharged on
September 7, 1945.  Albert flew Mosquito Bombers on daytime raids and
received his Ops Wings for completing a tour as a flight trainer in Canada.
He was in the Special Reserve during the Korean War and Paymaster with
the Army after regular service.  Albert resides in Kelowna, British Columbia,
and has been a member of the Regina, Prince Albert, and Kelowna
Branches of The Royal Canadian Legion for 35 years.

SANGSTER, John Sim “Jack” WWII

John was born in Aberdeen, Scotland, on January 6, 1907. He was attached as an observer
to the 1st British Army (586) Field Coy (RE) in North Africa from September 19, 1939  to
December 7, 1945 and received MID as a result of his report. He served in Canada, the
United Kingdom, Continental Europe, Central Mediterranean area and North Africa.  He
was awarded the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 Star, the
France/Germany Star, the Defence Medal, the Italy Star, the Africa Star, the CE Medal and
Clasp, and the War Medal. Upon his discharge, he entered the U of S and graduated with
a BA in medical laboratory technology, which he practiced until retiring. He was actively
involved in the community until his passing on April 23, 2001, at age 94. He had been a
member of the Moosomin Branch #81 of The Royal Canadian Legion for over 50 years.

He
married Mable Blight and they had three children, and around 1952, they
moved to the Alameda area to farm and joined the Alameda Legion Branch
#267 in January 1953. He passed away on May 1, 1976.

Dick joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in 1941 and was discharged in
1946.

SCHMIDT, George WWII

George joined the Army at age 20 in September 1943 and took his basic training in Regina, and then went to Esquimalt,
British Columbia, for four months of training. In February, he went to Prince Rupert to train for heavy artillery and was sent
to some islands to do guard duty. While training, he tore ligaments in his right knee and ended up in a Prince Rupert hospital
on D-Day 1944. On July 1, he took more heavy artillery training and went to Debert, Nova Scotia, for infantry training and
became a Regina rifleman and went to England on February 15, 1945 to Horsham for training to go in as a reinforcement.

He moved to the Langenburg area
in 1924 and joined the RCASC as a basic training instructor in October 1942,
and was discharged on January 8, 1944. After the war, Harold married Lily
in 1943, and they had three children and ran Schoepp’s  Groceteria from
1948-54 and sold it, but stayed to work there until 1995. He worked at
various jobs before retiring in Langenburg. Harold passed away on
December 23, 1998.

In total, approximately 3,700 volunteers took part in the
Suffield Chemical Warfare Agent testing program between 1942 to the mid-

were sworn to 50 years of secrecy. It was in 1998 when the deep secret of
50 years was finally revealed. Leonard has been a member of the Stockholm

Allan was born near Le Roy, Saskatchewan, on May 3, 1922. In 1941, he and his brother, Hardy,
were called in the Army at the same time. Allan was posted from Cape Breton Island to
Vancouver Island and then went overseas on the ship Amsterdam arriving in Scotland and
serving with the Regina Rifles 3rd Division as a gunner. He was stationed in England and fought
the Germans in Belgium, France and Germany. He was in a barn in Emden, Germany, when the
war was over and he did guard duty in Utrecht, Holland.  After returning on the ship Queen
Elizabeth and onto Ontario by train, he signed up to go fight the Japanese but the war with them
was soon over so he didn’t go. He returned to Le Roy in early 1946 and farmed for many years,
first at Le Roy, then Buchanan, and eventually moving to Yorkton, where he worked several
years as a night auditor in a hotel.

He farmed with his brother in the Bestville District of
Saskatchewan, and joined the Canadian Expeditionary Forces in 1915 and
returned to England as a Bren Gunner, serving there and in France and
Europe. He was at Vimy Ridge, Passchendaele and Ypres.  Near the end of
WWI, he transferred to the Air Force and served as a navigator and gunner.
He enlisted in 1939 and served as a training officer in Maple Creek,
Saskatchewan.  He married Violet Robinson in 1918 in West Hendon,
England, and returned to the Bestville District, where he farmed until his
passing in 1974. Rudolph and Violet raised four children.

STEWART, Robert Henry WWII

Robert was born in McAuley, Manitoba, on November 4, 1920. He attended
school at Old Welwyn and Park Plain. In 1942, he joined the Royal Winnipeg
Rifles at Nanaimo, British Columbia, and served in Jamaica, England,
France, Holland, and Germany and was discharged in 1946.  He married
Lorette Cadieux in 1966 and worked at the PFRA until his retirement in 1981
after 24 years of service. Bob and Lorette both enjoyed traveling and were
both Legion auxiliary members of the Welwyn Branch #112 of The Royal
Canadian Legion.

Doug joined the Royal Canadian Air Force at age 19 in Regina on December 4, 1942 and reported
for duty on April 20, 1943. He was sent to Manning Pool in Brandon for basic training and then to ITS
in Saskatoon and was trained to send and receive Morse Code. He was then sent to bombing and
gunnery school in Lethbridge, and then to Edmonton for more bombing training and navigation. He
arrived in England in early June 1944 and witnessed the June 6th invasion of Normandy. Doug trained
on larger planes, did parachute and ditching drills, and trained on what to do if they were taken as
prisoners of war. He was then sent to 419 Bomber Squadron in Yorkshire, England, and managed to
fly six bombing missions over Germany before the end of the war on May 8, 1945. He arrived back
home in early January 1946 and was discharged in Winnipeg on February 16, 1946. He did farming
for a couple of years and in 1948, worked in the Post Office as the Postmaster’s assistant, and worked
at Ogema Electric in 1968. In 1982, he retired from the Post Office after 34 years of service.

Reg’s back bothered
him most of his life after he left the Royal Canadian Air Force. He applied for a pension but was refused.

TAYLOR, William WWII

William was born in Nottingham, Saskatchewan, in 1920. He enlisted in the Royal Canadian
Air Force training in several bases in Canada, performing all of his duties with courage and
honour, and was due a promotion at the time of his death in 1944, when he was granted the
title of Pilot Officer. On the 50th anniversary of the plane crash when William and his crew
lost their lives, two of his sisters, a brother and a niece, along with an English family who had
lost a brother, travelled to the French burial site. In the quiet little village of Hilsenhiem, the
Steydli families had lovingly maintained the graves of these fallen airmen all through the
years. In a beautiful section of the cemetery, the graves were side by side. The greeting
these French families gave the visitors from Canada and England has created a wonderful
and enduring friendship. Sometimes good can flow from otherwise very sad situations.

TERRY, Leroy Charles WWII

Leroy was born in Kalispell, Montana, in 1923. He joined the 101st Battery “C”
Troop, 8th Light Anti-Aircraft Regiment RCA and served in Canada and
England. He has been a member of the Nipawin Branch #120 of The Royal
Canadian Legion for 59 years.

TERRY, Herbert Leroy WWII

Herbert was born in Marmara, Ontario, in 1901. He joined the Royal

THOMPSON, Leonard John WWI

Leonard was born in Indian Head, Saskatchewan, on October 14, 1894. He
enlisted with the 195th Battalion in 1916 and transferred to the 249th and went
overseas with the 46th as 1st class sniper. He was wounded at Vimy Ridge
with 22 shrapnel wounds in the legs and got malaria in the army of
occupation. He returned home in June 1919, and received no pension. He
passed away on January 13, 1979.

THOMPSON, Henry O. WWI

Henry was born in Derby, England, on February 27, 1893. He enlisted in the
Royal Army Service on March 2, 1916 and served in England until October 22,
1917, when he was shipped to France and took part in some intense battles
where he was wounded and sent back to England. After being declared
physically unfit for duty, he was discharged on February 19, 1918. He came to
Canada and started farming under the Soldier’s Settlement Board, and as near
as can be determined, he joined the Ridgedale Branch #185 of The Royal
Canadian Legion in 1935 and was a very devoted Legion member, often walking
12 miles round-trip, winter and summer to attend meetings, and he served as
Secretary-Treasurer for a number of years. Henry passed away in 1978.
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THOMPSON, Norman WWI

Norman was born in Wellesley, Ontario, on October 23, 1893. He joined the
107th Overseas Branch (RCA) on March 29, 1916 and was stationed at
Camp Shilo for basic training.

Kenneth was born in the Cantaur District, near Swift Current, Saskatchewan,
on October 18, 1917. He joined the South Saskatchewan Regiment Infantry
on June 4, 1940, serving in the United Kingdom and Continental Europe,
and was discharged on October 20, 1946. Ken moved to Yorkton area in
1949, married Vivian Dorn in 1950, and farmed until 1984. In retirement, he
moved to Hamilton, Ontario, in 1999 with friend Sophie Ritz. He passed
away on November 9, 2005, and had been a Life Member of the Springside
Branch #71 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 41 years.

WESCHE, Jack WWII

Jack joined the Lord Strathcona Horse, 5th Division “A” Squadron on March

Canadian Legion.

WHITFIELD, Grant Charles Wesley WWII

Grant was born in Alameda, Saskatchewan, on March 19, 1921. He joined
the Royal Canadian Air Force on May 15, 1941, training in Brandon,
Manitoba, and then St. Thomas, Ontario, and graduated as an Aero Engine
Mechanic.

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WHITLOCK, John Fredrick WWII

John was born in Raymore, Saskatchewan, on February 9, 1922. He joined
the Royal Canadian Air Force and served in England and Europe. He
received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and 1939-45 Star Medal.
John passed away in 2010.

WILDEY, George Thomas “Ole” WWII

George was born in the Dryden District, Saskatchewan, on September 14,
1921. He joined the Army and served in England, Italy, France and Germany.
George received the 1939-45 Star, the Italy Star, the France/Germany Star,
the Defence Medal, and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp.
He passed away on February 2, 2002.

WILDEY, John William Arnold WWII

John was born in Birch Hills, Saskatchewan, on July 12, 1906. He joined the
Royal Canadian Air Force and served in Canada, Borden, Ontario, and
Vancouver, British Columbia. He passed away on March 21, 1990. John
received the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and 1939-45 War Medal.

WILDEY, Henry James “Harry” WWII

Henry was born in Birch Hills, Saskatchewan, on January 21, 1919. He
joined the Army as a private with Sir Winston Churchill Service #3 and
served in England, France and Germany. He received the 1939-45 Star, the
France/Germany Star, the Defence Medal, the 1939-45 War Medal, and the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal. Henry passed away on July 2, 2004.
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WILDEY, Norman Ross WWII

Norman was born in Birch Hills, Saskatchewan, on November 21, 1919. He
joined the Regina Rifles CPL and served in France. He was killed in action
on September 25, 1944, at age 24, and is buried at the Calais Canadian
War Cemetery, Leubrenghen, France. Geo-Memorial-Wildey Lake, north of
Sandy Lake, is named after him. He received the Memorial Cross and the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal.

WILKINS, Theodore Charles WWII

Theodore was born in Darmody, Saskatchewan, on September 3, 1925. He enlisted at HMCS
Queens in Regina as an ordinary seaman and trained in Regina and Esquimalt, British Columbia.
His 18th birthday was spent standing watch of the Clyde coast of Scotland. In November 1943, he
was drafted to HMCS Protector in Sydney, Nova Scotia, where he got his first ship, the HMCS
Drummondville, escorting the ferry from Port aux Basque, Nova Scotia, to Sydney, Nova Scotia, and
was off the Normandy coast on D-Day and was promoted to acting able seaman. The last ship that
he sailed on was the HMCS New Liskeard and was discharged on November 7, 1945 at HMCS
Queens in Regina. Theodore passed away on July 18, 2006 and received the Canadian Volunteer
Service Medal and Clasp and the 1939-45 Atlantic Star. He always regretted leaving the Navy.

WILSON, Douglas WWII

Douglas was born in Prelate, Saskatchewan, in 1919. He joined the Royal
Canadian Air Force and spent most of his time in Scotland. He came with his
parents to White Fox in 1930 and was noted for playing his accordion in an
orchestra. He married Rose Oleinik after the war and they moved to Prince
George, British Columbia. Douglas passed away in 1980.

WILL, Robert Thedford WWII

Robert was born in New Osgoode, Saskatchewan, on April 2, 1921. He
joined the Lord Strathcona Horse Regimental Headquarters as a tank driver
and served in Italy, France, Belgium and Holland. He passed away in 2002
and had been a member of the Tisdale Branch #50 of The Royal Canadian
Legion for 56 years.
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WILSON, Henry WWII

Henry was born in Prelate, Saskatchewan, in 1917. He served on a
Minesweeper and Corvette in 1940 and took part in the invasion of Europe.
He was noted for his drum playing in an orchestra. He moved to the White
Fox area in 1939. After the war, he married Stella Oleinik and moved to
Quesnel, British Columbia.

WIRTH, Theodor “Ted” WWII

Ted was born in Neudorf, Saskatchewan, in 1923. He joined the Lorne Scots,
serving in England, Holland and Germany. He passed away in 2004 and
was a member of the Neudorf and Lemberg Branches of The Royal
Canadian Legion when he came to Regina in 1953 until 1960, and was also
a member of the DVA. He never missed a Remembrance Day Service,
except once when he was in hospital. He received the Canadian Volunteer
Service Medal and Clasp, the 1939-45 Star, the France/Germany Star, and
the 1939-45 War Medal. He also received an extra medal from Holland,
which was a big honour.

WRIGHT, Frank WWI

Frank was born in Wooler, Ontario, on May 15, 1889. He moved with his
parents in 1891 to Keys, Manitoba. In 1907, he came to the Armley District
to homestead and returned to farm his father’s land in Manitoba until 1917.
Frank then joined the Army and served overseas with the Canadian Battalion
until the end of the war. He sold his homestead and in December 1921, he
married Alma Boice, and they raised six children:  Hugh, Bruce, Jim, Bill,
Mary and Mabel.

WRIGHT, Bruce H. WWII

Bruce was born November 26, 1923 in the Leather River District and
attended the Leather River School and farmed with his father, Frank Wright.
Bruce joined the Army in 1942 in Saskatoon, Service Corps, 2nd Battalion
and transferred to the Pictou Highlanders. He was discharged in January
1946, and returned home to continue farming with his brother, Jim, and his
father.

WRIGHT, G. Hugh WWII

Hugh was born on December 17, 1922 in the Leather River District and
attended the Leather River School. He joined the Army in October 1941,
went overseas, and was discharged late in 1943, due to health reasons. He
worked four summers hauling fuel, and married Edna Slinn in October 1948.
He farmed until 1961, when they moved to Ridgedale. He drove a school bus
for 14 years and was school caretaker for 24 years. They raised two sons:
Roy and Brian.

WRIGHT, James Cecil WWI

James was born in Ontario. He joined the 44th Battalion on July 26, 1916
and was discharged on July 30, 1919. He came to Saskatchewan in 1913,
and went overseas to France and was wounded three times. He returned to
England on October 20, 1918. He homesteaded in the Elkdale area.

WRIGHT, Joe Austin WWII

Joe joined the Royal Canadian Air Force at age 19 at Saskatoon on January 18,
1941. He trained at the Bombing and Gunnery School at Jarvis, Ontario, and went
overseas in February 1942 as a rear gunner with the squadron on a Wellington
Bomber and was stationed at Bournemouth, England. He was shot down on May 13,
1943, over the English Channel and was reported by the Red Cross as wounded
and a POW. It was not until September 13, 1944 that they finally located him and he
was repatriated to St. Anne de Bellevue, Quebec, on the SS Gripsholm and then
taken to Montreal. He did come home for a short time in 1945. After suffering through
many painful ordeals, Joe Austin Wright passed away on July 2, 1995. He received
the 1939-45 Star, the Air Crew Europe Star, the Defence Medal, the Canadian
Volunteer Service Decoration Medal and Clasp, and the War Medal 1939-45.

WRIGHT, James Sherwood WWII

James, son of James and Myrtle, was born in Old Nipawin, Saskatchewan,
on November 18, 1924. He trained as an air gunner in the Royal Canadian
Air Force in 1942 and was discharged in 1945. After the war, he went to
Ontario where his parents were and got married there.
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WRIGHT, Leslie Albert WWII

Leslie was born in the Montmartre township, Saskatchewan, in 1916. He
joined the 1st Canadian Survey RCA, serving in England, Algiers, North
Africa, Italy, Belgium, and Holland, and was attached to the 8th Army
(Advanced Party Algiers). He passed away in 1999 and received the 1939-
45 Star, the Italy Star, the France/Germany Star, the War Medal, the
Volunteer Medal, and the Dutch Medal (posthumously). He had been a
member of the Weyburn Branch #47 of The Royal Canadian Legion for over
35 years.

WRIGLEY, Alfred WWII

Alfred was born in 1913 at Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan, and moved with his
parents and family to Ditton Park in 1919. He served in the RCA from 1940-
1945. Alfred married Alice Smith at Winnipeg in 1940 before going overseas.
They raised two children, Thomas and Evelyn, and moved to Calgary. Alfred
is now deceased.

WRIGLEY, Thomas WWI

In 1904, Thomas came to Canada from Lancashire, England, and settled at
Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan. He married Alice in 1911 and filed for a
homestead in 1914. Thomas served in the CEF, 46th Battalion overseas from
1915-1918. In 1919, he moved his family to Ditton Park to homestead. Their
children were:  Alfred, Philip, twins Russell and Wilfred, and Muriel. Thomas
passed away in 1965, and Alice passed away in 1973.

WRIGLEY, Russell WWII

Russell was born in 1921 at Ditton Park and served in the Royal Canadian
Air Force from 1941 to 1946. He married Beatrice Pearson in 1949 and
farmed in Ditton Park and raised two children, Wanda and Richard, who
attended Arborfield School. Russell and Beatrice retired from farming in 1976
and moved to Melfort. Russell is now deceased.
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WYATT, Lester William Sr.    WWI & WWII

Lester was born in Honiton, Devon, England, on March 30, 1887. He came to Canada and homesteaded
in the area of Shell Lake, Saskatchewan, and enlisted in the 128th Battalion Canadian Expeditionary
Force during WWI on January 6, 1916 and served as a Corporal in France, Belgium and Canada. He
was wounded in France and received the Military Medal. He recuperated in hospital in England and was
honourably discharged in July 1919. He met Elizabeth Sanford and they married in 1919, and returned
to Canada in 1922.  They farmed in the Boro Green area, Saskatchewan, and raised eight children.
During WWII, Lester also served with the Saskatchewan Veterans Civil Security Corps to safeguard the
Canadian homefront and was recognized for his service in February 1945. They moved to Canwood in
1942 and later to Vancouver in 1946. Lester passed away in Vancouver on June 29, 1955, and Elizabeth
passed away in 1967. Both gave a lifetime of service to their country and communities. Lester had been
a member of the Canwood Branch #132 of The Royal Canadian Legion for five years.

WYATT, William Samuel “Bill” WWII

Bill was born in Upottery, Devon, England, on April 2, 1921, to Lester and Elizabeth Wyatt, and came
to Canada with his parents when he was only eleven months old and was raised on a farm. He started
playing music at a young age and mastered many instruments. He enlisted in 19th Field Regiment,
Royal Canadian Artillery, 63rd Battery and served in France on D-Day, Belgium, Holland, Germany,
England and Canada. As a signalman, he was privy to information as to what was happening and was
often at the frontlines to ensure that communications were maintained. He was honourably discharged
on February 4, 1946 and returned to Canada, settling in the Polwarth, Saskatchewan, area. He
married Margaret Aiken and they farmed and raised a family of three children. Bill and Margaret retired
to Canwood, Saskatchewan, in 1986, but continued to be active on the farm until Bill’s passing on
March 31, 2002. He is remembered for a lifetime of community service and entertaining. He had been
a Life Member of the Canwood Branch #132 of The Royal Canadian Legion for 55 years.

YANDEAU, F. G. H. “Gerry”
KOREA & SPECIAL AREA DUTY

Gerry was born in Chiminis, Ontario, in 1941. He joined the RCASC ISSM
Battery, RCA, RCHA, serving in Canada, Germany, Jamaica and Norway.
He did two tours of duty in Norway and one tour in Jamaica. He received the
CD Medal, the Special Force Medal (Germany), the 20-year Regular Army
Service Medal (1962-1982). He served FLQ active duty in Montreal and
Ottawa, and retired in Calgary in 1982. Gerry is President of Lumsden
Branch #234 of The Royal Canadian Legion and has been a member of
Branch #001 for 31 years.

YAKE, Ralph Archibald WWI

Ralph was born in Alpena, Michigan, USA, in 1895. He joined the Regina
Regiment and served in Canada. He passed away in 1972.
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YOCHIM, Frank WWII

Frank was born in Tramping Lake, Saskatchewan, on February 22, 1915.
He joined the Prince of Wales Rangers and served in England.

YOUNG, Edgar George WWII

Edgar was born in Alameda, Saskatchewan, on July 2, 1923. He joined the
RCAC on August 30, 1943 and served in France, Belgium and Holland,
before receiving his discharge on June 19, 1946. He received the
France/Germany Star and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp.
Upon returning home to Alameda, he went into business as a mechanic, but
due to economic conditions, he returned to farming. He married Lydia
Serdick of Regina and they raised two children. Edgar was active in the
community and is a Life Member of the Alameda Branch #267 of The Royal
Canadian Legion.

ZENUK, Samuel WWII

Samuel was born in Kitchen, Saskatchewan, on December 16, 1922. He
joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in 1941 and served in England. He was
discharged on June 10, 1945. He received the 1939-45 Star, the Defence
Medal, and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal. He married Lena Bloski
and raised four children while farming in Porcupine Plain, Saskatchewan.
Samuel had been a member of the Porcupine Plain Branch of The Royal
Canadian Legion for 35 years before he passed away on April 5, 1980.

YOUNG, Grant McKnight WWII

Grant was born in Alameda, Saskatchewan, on March 29, 1921. He joined
the Royal Canadian Air Force on November 27, 1940 and served in Canada
and England before being discharged on March 1, 1946. He received the
Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp. Upon returning to civilian life,
he farmed in the Alameda area and married Phyllis Gordon and raised two
children. He was very active in the Legion being a Life Member of the
Alameda Branch #267 and keeping it going during some low times. Grant
passed away on January 18, 2007.
